Introducing Andrew Nacsa ñ Head of Operations 
After careers in sales (frozen and fresh foods and insurance) I made  

the decision to fulfil an ambition that I had harboured since child-

hood. I started my flying training at the tender age of 41! My goal 

was to become a charter pilot and flying instructor. The training 

took me 2 years to complete and I was fortunate enough to be of-

fered a position as a flying instructor and charter pilot with the flying 

school that had trained me. 

 
Eventually I achieved the position of Deputy CFI and Charter Manag-

er then went on to work with the company for 10 years. A change 

of ownership and management philosophy saw me move on to my 

next challenge. 

 
I became an aeromedical pilot with the RFDS Queensland branch 

flying King Airs. Despite being the most satisfying flying job that I 

have ever had, a number of external factors meant that I had to 

move on. 

 
I joined Great Western Aviation flying Navajos and King Airs on FIFO and charter work. Once again, I 

enjoyed the work, but when I was offered a position as the CFI of my old school with a significant pay 

increase (!), I took the opportunity. Unfortunately the company ran into financial difficulties and I had 

to move on. I joined Daedalus Aviation as their CFI and charter pilot flying a Metro 2 on passenger 

charters and night freight between Melbourne and Tasmania.  

 
The Aviation industry is a fickle one and after 2 years Daedalus closed its doors as well! Luckily, The 

Airline Academy of Australia was looking for a Manager of Standards and I was offered the position. I 

eventually moved up to become the Head of Operations at the Academy.  

 
The fickleness of the industry struck again and the Academy went into voluntary administration in 

2016. After a management period of 14 months it was apparent that the Academy could not be saved 

and it closed its doors finally in July 2017. 

 
The Darling Downs Aero Club was looking for a Deputy Head of Operations and I was fortunate 

enough to be offered the position. I worked with Mike for 4 months as his deputy and, when he decid-

ed to take his career in a different direction, I was asked by the Darling Downs Aero Club committee 

to step up to the position of Head of Operations, which I have accepted. 

 
I have experience in 39 GA models from single engine aeroplanes through to piston and turbine twins 

with a mix of instructing and charter. I have approvals for single engine and multi engine class rating 

training, instrument rating training, basic aerobatic training and instructor school.  

 
I hope that my experience can benefit the members of the Darling Downs Aero Club and we can con-

tinue the rich history of the club.
